John Shakespeare’s son, William , almost certainly attended the local grammar school, the King’s
New school. Girls received little education. They had some t}aining at home in needle work , singing and
other skills, but boys from prosperous familjes started school at the age of four or five. A great deal of time
was spent in studying Latin language. The school day was demanding one. It started at six in the morning
and went on with little break until five'in the afternoon. :

William Shakespeare probably left school at the age of fifteen or sixteen. He then probably became
an apprentice or trainee in his father's shop.

At the age of eighteen he married Anne Hathway, the daughter ofa nelghbourmg farmer who was
seven or eight years older than him: Anne gave birth to their firet child Susanna about six moths later, less
than two years after that, in February 15885, the twins , Hanet, -who passed on at eleven -and -Judith who
lived to seventy - seven- were born.

Almost nothing is known about Shakespeare's life between 1585 and early 1590s, though there are
many Iegends For example it is said that he once stole a deer from a rich man’s estate and had to escape
to London to avoid bemg prosecuted .Some people belseve that he worked as a schoolmaster alawyer’s
clerk, a soidier, a printer or a seaman. - '

We know for certain that at some pointin these years', he went to London',and evertually became an
actor and playwright. By 1594, Shakespeare was one of a group of actors cailed The Lord Chamber!aln s :
Men. This group soon became profitable enough for actors to grow rich as Shakespeare himself did. By
1598, he was famous for wntmg tragedy , comedy, history plays and also poetry.
